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Achievements of the 8™ CABIS

1. H. E. Wen Jiabao, Premier of China delivers a keynote speech at the opening ceremony on “Strive to Deepen Cooperation for Common
Prosperity” and puts forward 5 proposals: (1) to make CAFTA a success, (2) to work hard to promote connectivity, (3) to step up bilateral
cooperation on investment, (4) to deepen economic cooperation in the region, (5) to expand people-to-people and culture-oriented exchanges.
Premier Wen reviews China-ASEAN friendly relations in the past 20 years and makes strategic suggestions on furthering China-ASEAN
strategic partnership and economic and trade cooperation under the new situation.

2. H. E. Samdech Hun Sen, Prime Minister of Cambodia delivers a speech on “Deepening Regional Cooperation for Common Prosperity”
at the opening ceremony. On behalf of CABIS, H. E. Wan Jifei, Chairman of CCPIT gives welcome remarks. The opening ceremony is chaired
by H. E. Guo Shengkun, Secretary of the CPC Guangxi Committee and Chairman of Guangxi People’s Congress, China.

3. The Round-Table Dialogue between the Honorable Dato’ Sri Mohd Najib bin Tun Haji Abdul Razak, Prime Minister of Malaysia
and CEOs from China is successfully held. Topic: deepening China-Malaysia economic and trade cooperation for common development.
Prime Minister Najib has a dialogue with 5 CEOs from China: Mr. Wang Xusheng, President of China National Machinery Import & Export
Corporation, Mr. Wang Dong, Chairman of Beijing Enterprises Group Company Limited, Mr. Wang Yu, President of China International Water
& Electric Corporation, Mr. Guo Junfeng, Senior Vice President of Huawei Technologies Co. Ltd. and Mr. Jin Chunsheng, Vice President of
China Machinery Engineering Corporation, who have played an important role in promoting the bilateral economic and trade cooperation
between China and Malaysia. Projects totaling USD 6.1 billion cooperated by Chinese and Malaysian enterprises in telecommunications, energy
and infrastructure sectors are promoted. Contracts totaling USD 3 billion are signed at the dialogue. The dialogue is chaired by H. E. Dato’
Sri Mustapa bin Mohamed, Minister of International Trade and Industry of Malaysia, and Mr. Phang Ah Tong, Deputy Director-General of
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Malaysian Investment Development Authority as chairperson’s assistant. H. E. Wan Jifei, Chairman of the Organizing Committee of CABIS and
CCPIT gives opening remarks. Mr. Shen Beihai, Member of the Standing Committee of the CPC Guangxi Committee, China, gives welcome
remarks and H. E.Gao Hucheng, International Trade Representative and Vice Minister of Commerce of China gives closing remarks. H. E.
Dato’ Sri Peter Chin Fah Kui, Minister of Energy, Green Technology and Water of Malaysia and H. E. Datuk Iskandar Sarudin, Ambassador of
Malaysia to China attend the dialogue.

4. H. E. Wen Jiabao, Premier of China announces that the China-ASEAN Plaza will be built in Nanning. H. E. Wan Jifei, Chairman of the
Organizing Committee of CABIS and CCPIT gives remarks and Dr. Surin Pitsuwan, Secretary-General of the ASEAN, H. E. Chen Wu, Member
of the Standing Committee of the CPC Guangxi Committee, Vice Governor of Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region and Secretary of the CPC

Nanning Committee, China, Mr. Xu Yang, Executive Director of the China South City Holdings Limited make speeches at the Inauguration of
China-ASEAN Plaza.

5. China-ASEAN Business Leaders Forum is successfully held. Tan Sri William Cheng Heng Jen, Vice President of the National Chamber
of Commerce and Industry of Malaysia, Mr. Cliff Sun, Honorary President of Federation of Hong Kong Industries, Dr. Haji Kamaruddin, Vice
President of NCCIBD, Mr. Nguon Meng Tech, Director General of CCC, Dr. Sananh Choulamany, Vice President of LNCCI, Mr. Wang Shuhou,
Chairman of Filipino-Chinese Shin Lian Assn., Mr. Lim Sah Soon, Secretary General of Singapore Chinese Chamber of Commerce, Mr. Pham
Gia Tuc, Vice Executive President of VCCI and Ms. Xiao Yingzi, Mayor of Qinzhou City, China, make speeches. The forum is chaired by Mr.
