In October, 2003, at the 7 China-ASEAN (10+1) Summit held in Bali, Indonesia, ASEAN leaders responded positively to the proposal
made by H.E. Wen Jiabao, Premier of China, which called for the annual convening of China-ASEAN Business and Investment Summit
(CABIS) in China, as part of the actual efforts working towards the realization of the China-ASEAN Free Trade Areca (CAFTA). This
consensus was then voiced in the Chairman’s Statement of the summit.
